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PARTICIPATE

The Government is soon to make public the draft report on children, those under 18 years of age, about one million one hundred thousand New Zealanders.

BACKGROUND

The report is sent to the United Nations Committee in Geneva that works on the Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC). The previous report is dated December 2000. The UN committee discussed it with the Government in September 2003 and issued a document known as the “Concluding Observations” that includes many recommendations to the Government on the lives and wellbeing of children.

PARTICIPATE

The next report is due to be sent to Geneva in November 2008. Individuals, clubs, church groups, associations and non- government organisations (NGOs) are invited to study the draft report and comment.

Using the initials CRC we can think in terms of CELEBRATE, RESEARCH AND CHANGE.

The Convention covers every aspect of the civic responsibilities for the wellbeing of children in 42 of its Articles. It is important that as a society we celebrate the social framework that protects and enhances the lives of children.

Why do some children not receive the care, protection, support they are entitled to?

Having looked at the facts, at a national, regional and local level we need to state what has to change to improve the lives of some children
